Committee Reports: 

·  EOC: Dana Robinson/Gene Juve 
o CCFD#1 has signed the intra-county mutual aid agreement. CCEM is encouraging all cities within 

the county to sign the agreement. TOPOFF made it clear that this is needed. The agreement will 
expedite the implementation of resources. 

o TOPOFF – We didn’t receive expected requests from Multnomah County during the exercise. The 
intel component was introduced during the exercise at the EOC. Interaction with the cities and 
hospitals went well. Decon and security was practiced at the area hospitals. The help from the 
CDFDB is appreciated. Discussion about the fire agencies perspective of the events in the EOC 
followed. It was mentioned that the size of the EOC may be an issue in the future. 

o The gray areas in fire resource management plan need to be clarified. This may be a goal to 
achieve for 2008. 

o Oregon Emergency Management has provided funding for the infrastructure for Estacada Fire to 
join the C-800 system. TVF&R will be providing their surplus 800 radios (portables and mobiles) to 
Estacada Fire and Clackamas County. They have agreed to provide enough radios to outfit Colton, 
Estacada, Hoodland and Molalla Fire Districts. Clackamas County will hold the Colton, Hoodland 
and Molalla radios as a county cache until they need them.

·  Radio Committee : Mic Eby/Gary McQueen 
o Alpha-paging issues were discussed. C-800 is looking at the possibility of allowing USA Mobility to 

install equipment at the Goat Mtn. site to increase the coverage of the new Flex paging (900 mhz.) 
system. Gary McQueen offered to be a contact point for alpha-paging issues with USA Mobility. 
Expansion of Washington County’s system was discussed. 

·  CFOG: Larry Goff 
o The last meeting was cancelled. The next meeting is on November 7th. 

·  RFOG: Doug Branch 
o Met last month. The new officers are; Jim Berry (Portland Fire)-Chairman, Dave Morris (Lake 

Oswego Fire)-Vice Chairman, Al Blodgett (Newberg Fire)-Recorder 
o CFOG had a representative there and Doug will be transitioning out. 
o The Natural Gas policy should be finalized next month. NW Natural Gas provided some input and 

training. 
o Next meeting is on the third Tuesday of November at 0900 hrs. at TVF&R 

 
·  EMS Report: Vince Stafford/Larry MacDaniels/Dale Miller 

o Last meeting was on October 24th. Not much happened. The next meeting is January 22nd at 0900 
hrs. at PFB 

o A system enhancement committee meeting will take place on November 21st. The new protocols 
have been completed and will be discussed. The county is working towards using the TVF&R 
model. CPAP will be discussed. 

o AMR has completed their AVL/MDC/Mapping systems in their ambulances. 
o AMR labor issues: NLRB has scheduled an election for representation by the Teamsters. If a union 

is chosen the labor negotiations will start again. 
o In 2008 Clackamas County is hosting the protocol development committee at Meridian Park. 
o There will be inservice training on December 11-12-13 at the Willamette Falls Education Center. 
 

·  Water Rescue: Mike Funk - Nothing to Report 
 

·  Fire Prevention Cooperative: Bob Morrisey 
o Oregon Life Safety Team – OSFM will be providing a train the trainer class for the Door to Door 

Smoke Alarm campaign. The training will take place after the November co-op meeting. 50 smoke 
alarms will be made available to agencies that follow their program. 

o The fire prevention trailer has been stored in Estacada for the last few months while personnel have 
been making repairs. It’s available for pick-up and use. Contact Todd Gary at Canby Fire for 
scheduling. 

o The coop is working on putting together the 2008 nursery displays to educate the public about fire 
resistive vegetation. 

o There was discussion about getting a message out for holiday season safety. 
 
Old Business: 

·  The Clackamas/Multnomah County Mutual Aid Agreement – Ted mentioned that a change needs to be 
made on the third page, bottom paragraph, to read “Section 9” instead of “Section 10.” The agencies for 
Clackamas County were added. ODF was not included due to the fact that the ORS cited in the front of the 
document states that all parties will facilitate and comply with the conflagration act.Ted Kunze made a 
motion to authorize the president to sign the inter-county mutual aid agreement between Multnomah and 
Clackamas County Fire Defense Districts. Seconded by Vince Stafford. No discussion. Motion passed. 
Doug was approached by Washington County for a similar agreement. It was mentioned that there may 
already be one. Doug will look into it further. 

·  Burn Level A is now in effect. 
 
New Business 

·  NB1:  Doug Branch – Chief Johnson is running for second vice president of the IAFC in 2008. There was 
discussion about a letter of support or a monetary donation from the CDFDB. There will be further 
discussion next month. 

 
PSAP REPORT: 

·  CCOM – Jim Paul – Tiburon has recently done some work to allow some seasonal and day/night response 
changes that can be automated. Contact with your run card changes if this is something you would like to 
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use. Some discussion followed about how dispatching is handled during wind storms. Local FOC/EOCs 
were discussed. Minimum staffing was also discussed. Development of staffing guidelines was discussed 
and it was decided to send the issue to CFOG. Some communication issues between agencies was 
discussed. Having updated phone lists for various agencies was discussed. Having the FOC fire liaison on 
the “admin” talkgroup for communication with field units, would be helpful. Bob Cozzie discussed that work 
has begun on multi-agency CAD. Eventually there may be some issues with apparatus and personnel 
numbering. This is an RFOG issue.
