Committee Reports: 

• EOC: Gene Juve 
o CBRNE Planning Project (see handout) – A contractor will be working on the project. There will be 

a focus on the terrorist incident annex, development of a hazmat response annex and revision of 
the fire emergency appendix and biological emergency annex. The kick-off will be February 19-26 
with HSTF and individual agency contact meetings. 

o Continuity of Operations (COOP) Planning Project – Software training on February 12 and repeated 
on February 13. Each agency should have 2 people attending. Gene would like to split the 
attendance between both meetings. 

o Mutual Aid Issues and Columbia County – They were initially some issues. They are now signers of 
the omni-bus mutual aid agreement and intra-county agreement. 

o The 2008 NIMS requirements are not out yet. NIMS Cast will probably be a requirement. There are 
a couple of training sessions The first is a webinar on January 24, 1100-1300 hrs. Another will be in 
March. 

o Doug  Branch – Conflagration/mobilization of equipment and personnel. It would be nice to have 
some coordination with the FDB so that we are aware of where resources are going.  
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• Radio Committee: Mic Eby/Gary McQueen 
o Chris Paul contacted Mic inquiring if there is a cache of VHF narrowband radios available for large 

scale incidents. It was mentioned that the OSFM has a cache for conflagrations. 
o Gary McQueen – Sandy Fire has demo pagers for Cook Paging. AMR is currently using their 

system. This may be a good temporary fix until the WCCCA system is built out. 
o Doug Branch – Jim Paul sent a frequency coordination use agreement for the Oregon Department 

of Forestry. It is being passed on to the radio committee for approval. Doug will sign it after their 
recommendation next month. 

o Gerry – Day Wireless is installing the VHF and UHF interoperability channels at the Goat Mtn. and 
Mt. Scott sites. These are the VTAC channels that are in the VHF radios. CCOM will be able to 
monitor and transmit on them. 

• CFOG: Larry Goff 
o Met on December 18

th
. Reviewed the Natural Gas and High Rise (base/staging issues). These will 

come to the FDB soon.
